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ing to estimates from the Belgian solar
association Belsolar. Enfinity plans to
utilize the roofs of industrial buildings
in 15 Flemish cities for the installations.
The electricity that they produce will be
used at the source by the buildings’ re-
spective owners without having to feed
the power into the public grid.

Enfinity has already enlisted compa-
nies such as the textile wholesaler BX
Textiles NV and the metalworker Lysair
NV for the project. Additional installa-
tions at packaging company McBride
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Enfinity is installing PV power plants on the roofs of
industrial buildings. Shown here is a 350 kW system on a

building from Lysair in Wielsbeke, Belgium.

PLC and commercial building construc-
tion firm Will Naessens are in prepa-
ration, but the project developers are
looking for more partners. The company
is financing the majority of the €117 mil-
lion ($173.8 million)—or €5,318 (§7,900)
per KW - price tag via a bank loan. Three
creditors ha,ve taken an approx. 16 per-
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able to take advantage of the 45
euro cents (67¢) per kWh reim-
bursement rate. The company
hopes to repay the investments
plus interest using that money.

The company, founded in 2006, is
also active in Italy, Greece and Spain in
addition to Belgium. Enfinity wants to
install a total of 50 MW in capacity in
those four countries in 2008. By the end
of 2009, the company wants to expand
its business to about 30 countries. iri
